A 2-day intermediate level course links acupuncture techniques with current physiotherapy practice. This practical based course revises commonly used points and meridian 
pathways and then introduces western acupuncture techniques of use in a busy outpatient department or sports club.

Research in the last decade has greatly increased our understanding of muscle and joint function, leading to the development of multi-modal, evidence-based approaches such 
as The Integrated Model of Function (Lee/Vleeming).  This model highlights the interplay of form closure, force closure, motor control, and emotional components in restoring 
optimal function and requires the clinician to be skilled in manual therapy (techniques involving touch), exercise instruction (both for facilitation of optimal muscle patterning and 
then progressions) and education (pain neurophysiology) in order to empower their clients with the tools necessary for recovery. In addition, there have been recent advances in 
the use of real-time ultrasound imaging for both assessment of core muscle function and biofeedback during re-education as well as dry needling (IMS) techniques for myofascial 
release.  All of this and more will be covered and integrated into this series of courses as it is clinically applied to the thorax, shoulder girdle, lower neck, lumbar spine, pelvis and 
lower extremity. 
 
This series will explore all of these and will be conducted in lecture, practical and student interactive discussion sessions. Due to the ongoing nature of the course students will 
develop both their clinical reasoning, manual assessment and treatment skills over a year leading to mastery of the techniques listed below. Both Diane and LJ are extremely 
excited about this series of courses which allows them to take a select group of people and to work with them to develop over a period of time.

It is one thing to know the basic biology of pain, it is another thing to share that knowledge with patients. This evening aims to help bridge this gap. By taking an interactive 
'conversational' approach, Lorimer focuses on real world explanations and their biological justifications. Key principles of modern pain biology and the important recent advances 
in our understanding of the biology of pain are initially presented. Lorimer then progresses through several real world case studies, demonstrating and discussing the challenges 
one might face, and the methods one might use to biologise patients' experiences. Participants will have the opportunity to share their own challenges for biologising pain in the 
real world. Problem solving can then be offered both from Lorimer’s research and clinical experiences and other delegate at the evening. The evening is designed to enrich 
delegates with management strategies and knowledge which they can integrate into their specific area, thereby enhancing outcomes. 

Cervical Manual Therapy: A Systematic Progression See the application form below for all dates 

Cervical spine mobilisation and manipulation techniques are widely used by manual therapists. This highly practical course with small numbers of participants aims to build upon 
pre-existing palpatory skills to facilitate more refined manual assessment and therapy. Clinical reasoning relating to the techniques is constantly examined. 
 
It is based upon an approach developed in Auckland, New Zealand, and widely taught throughout Australia and New Zealand. All assessment and the majority of treatment 
techniques are performed with the subject supine. The approach aims to teach effective intervention whilst emphasising patient comfort, and to maximise the safety of the 
interventions, particularly during manipulative techniques. The course aims to: 
 

• To build upon pre-existing palpatory skills to facilitate more refined manual assessment and therapy. 

• To facilitate relevant clinical reasoning, including incorporation of end range and manipulative techniques into the treatment approach. 

• To review potential risks related to manipulation of the cervical spine, and allow participants to assess and minimise these risks when performing these techniques. 
 
On completion of the course the participant will be able to: 
 

• Demonstrate improved palpatory skills. (Feedback from course tutor acting as model) 

• Demonstrate knowledge of the indications, precautions and contraindications to end range and manipulative techniques. (Short written test)

Discover the Introductory Thorax See the application form below for all dates 

Discover the Introductory Thorax is a 3-day evidence-based course (Sackett et al 2002) that reviews the current evidence and presents a clinical model for assessment and 
treatment of the thorax. This course presents a structural framework for clinical decision making which enables the therapist to decide when, where and why different treatment 
interventions should be applied for successful rehabilitation. Linking together a biomechanical approach, taking into consideration thoracic segmental stability, and incorporating 
new research on motor control and the deep muscle system in the thorax, a new integrated approach for assessing and treating the thorax has been developed.  
 
Based on specific assessment tests, the clinician will learn how to integrate joint mobilisation techniques, myofascial release techniques, stabilization exercises as well as 
functional integration exercises into a complete multimodal program which is patient specific i.e. prescriptive - and thus most effective. Novel concepts developed by LJ Lee for 
assessment and training of segmental thoracic control, including assessment and correction of integrated ‘ring’ function, will also be covered. 
 
This 3-day course lays the foundation for understanding how to restore movement and control within the thorax and how this impacts the rest of the body. The 136 joints that 
make up the thorax play a key integrated role in how loads are transferred through the trunk while simultaneously ensuring mobility, stability & postural control, and optimal 
respiratory function. 

Elbow, Wrist and Forearm (1 day) See the application form below for dates 

The day aims to give participants an understanding of the functional (and regional) anatomy of the elbow, wrist and forearm. Also, it aims to identify the common injuries including 
those of a pathological / inflammatory cause and the problems likely to be encountered in this tightly packed anatomical region. Emphasis on assessment and treatment 
principles will be reviewed and revised.

This one day seminar with Lorimer Moseley presents the most current and ongoing research into pain physiology education and its integration within a clinical environment with 
patients in pain. Lorimers' numerous publications in the literature have provided exciting research about the value of delivering pain physiology in an understandable format on 
both physical and psychological measures.Whilst some might consider the topic dry, Lorimer humorous delivery and amusing anecdotes make the day highly entertaining, but 
more importantly extremely informative. Quite simply, the things you learn will change the way you explain things to patients immediately. The clinical approach forms the basis of 
a new book by David Butler and Lorimer Moseley called Explain Pain. Specific topics covered will include; Paradigms of pain, the rationale for providing pain physiology 
education to patients with persistent pain, the evidence for the efficacy of this approach both alone and within a multidisciplinary program and the mechanisms by which its effects 
may be mediated. Participants will be introduced to concepts such as the neurotag, the orchestra in the brain and the virtual body. Finally pain physiology education is presented 
as it is to patients, including assessments to promote individualisation of the education.

Functional Fascial Taping: The Series See the application form below for dates 

FFT is a unique way to create an immediate and often significant analgesic effect and increase range of movement, facilitating accelerated rehabilitation of musculoskeletal 
pathologies. Video cases studies showing its effect are available on www.fft.net.au along with a number of the testimonials and articles published on the topic. FFT is non-
invasive, highly cost effective and can be applied to most regions of the body with equally impressive results. The method has an objective assessment procedure that is 
functionally assessed and functionally applied for pain free movement to encourage normal movement patterns. The patient is treated in the position they get their problem. 
 
FFT can be applied to most musculoskeletal pathologies and was founded and refined by Ron Alexander FFT during eight years service as the Principal Remedial 
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Musculoskeletal Therapist for the Australian Ballet. Ron has presented FFT to the International Olympic Committee World Congress and the Fifth Interdisciplinary World 
Congress on Lower Back and Pelvic Pain, endorsed by the UN and the World Health Organisation. FFT is currently the subject of a randomised double blind placebo controlled 
trial at Deakin University, Melbourne. 
 
In response to feedback and good educational practice, this course has been divided into 2 single days to allow practise and consolidation of the skills. This will allow participants 
to further refine technique to get the most benefit form the course within their specific field of work.

This course aims to provide an evidence-based approach to the assessment and management of the ventilated patient. Using relevant physiology, assessment skills will be 
developed to identify the key problems of the intensive care patient. Mechanical ventilation, chest drains, monitoring and support systems will be covered including safety factors. 
Physiotherapy techniques for the mechanically-ventilated patient will be critically evaluated in conjunction with a practical session on pressures for manual hyperinflation and 
modifications for specific disorders. Through interactive sessions and scenarios appropriate and in appropriate use of the on-call system will be explored. These will all be 
accompanied by current literature and critical thought and problem solving will be encouraged by the use of case studies. 

Introduction to Assessing and Treating Benign Paroxysmal Positional Vertigo See the application form below for dates 

The aim of this course is to introduce participants to the condition of vertigo and Benign Paroxysmal Positional Vertigo (BPPV) in particular and teach them how to diagnose and 
treat BPPV effectively and safely. Topics covered include the patho-anatomy and clinical presentation of BPPV, the Hall-Pike Dix diagnostic test and the Eley canalith 
repositioning manoeuvre and the Semont Liberatory manoeuvre to treat BPPV. In addition identification and treatment of horizontal canal BPPV  will be covered.. 
This condition is frequently the cause of falls and therefore useful for physiotherapists working with the elderly. It is increasingly referred to outpatient departments by consultants 
and GPs. This course will be particularly useful to staff working with the elderly and in outpatient departments. Teaching involves plenty of practical and necessary anatomy 
revision. This is a “hands-on” course and students are expected to fully participate in practical sessions 

Introduction to Myofascial Release (Part 1) with John Annan (2 days) See the application form below for dates 

The principal course aim is to facilitate the participant's subtle sense of touch so, following the course, they will feel confident in applying all of the taught techniques to their 
patients.

Using movement and 
facilitation skills developed and refined in the field of neurological physiotherapy the course participant will become more skilled in the assessment and treatment of the subtleties 
of muscle imbalance and altered muscle patterning. The techniques learnt allow analysis of any functional movement e.g. ADL’s and sports specific using therapist guided 
patterns of movement and ‘suspension’ techniques. The net result of these techniques is an opportunity to encourage or as Charlie says, energise the correct pattern of 
movement allowing improved performance and / or reduced pain depending on the patients needs. 
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This course will re invigorate the participant’s handling skills and allow a much more innovative functional movement based assessment which easily integrates into any existing 
assessment and treatment paradigm e.g mobilisations, NAG’s and SNAG’s, MET etc.  
 
These practical techniques are very much ‘hands on’ and create a ‘proprioceptive feedback loop’ between facilitator and patient. Whilst easy to learn, their logical application 
allow a refined touch and as such the course is ideally suited to Senior II and I level of therapist working in all aspects of rehabilitation. For those wanting to explore a more lateral 
approach to treatment this is ideal. The approach is a valuable assessment / treatment modality that can be used in isolation or as an adjunct to currently acquired knowledge.

The seminar condenses a wealth of brain imaging and behavioural findings from clinical and basic science research to answer these questions: Is pain 
an emotion or a feeling, or neither, or both? Why does it hurt there? Why does it still hurt? How does the brain modulate pain? How does the brain become part of the problem? 
How does this relate to the real world? What can be done about it? Lorimer is convinced that the science, from animal and basic human studies to randomised clinical trials, can 
be really both fascinating but more importantly directly relevant to clinical practice.  That’s why he thinks it should be in the hands of the clinicians, not just in the journals of the 
scientists. This seminar will be of great use to anyone who treats patients in pain.

The Pelvic Floor and ALL your patients - Exploring the role of the pelvic floor in 
lumbopelvic pain and continence.

The goal of this lecture is to demonstrate that optimal musculoskeletal function and urogynecological function share common components, and that therapists in previously 
separate fields need to bridge a gap in order to build an integrated and effective approach to rehabilitation. The mergence of this information will facilitate networking within the 
profession with the ultimate goal of providing optimal rehabilitative care. In order to effectively treat patients with any of the above impairments, it is proposed that a multi-modal 
evidence-based rehabilitation program is required. This lecture will discuss the scientific and clinical evidence that led to an integrated approach to the assessment and treatment 
of the lumbopelvic-hip region for low back/pelvic girdle pain and urinary incontinence/pelvic floor syndromes.  Specific tests for load transfer through the joints as well as the 
organs of the pelvis will be demonstrated through video clips and case studies. In addition, the specific validated tests for understanding which muscles to target for rehabilitation 
will be presented.  The role of real-time ultrasound imaging in both the assessment and biofeedback treatment will be integrated into this lecture. The rehabilitation program 
differs from generic exercises in that it is patient specific, and focuses on a clinical reasoning process.  

The Problem Solving Approach to Respiratory Care (2 days) See the application form below for dates 

This course provides an evidence-based approach to the assessment and management of respiratory patients and those undergoing surgery.  Assessment skills will be linked to 
include interpretation of blood gases, x-rays and auscultation. These will be integrated to allow an understanding of the medical management of the respiratory patient and 
enable full co-ordination of physiotherapy with oxygen therapy and medication. A variety of physiotherapy techniques for the surgical patient and those with atelectasis or at risk 
of atelectasis will then be critically reviewed. The indications for physiotherapy intervention will be identified in patients who have sputum retention or excess secretions, and 
critically evaluate these techniques. This will all be accompanied by a current reference list and problem solving skills facilitated through the use of case studies and practical 
sessions.
