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How to get to Homerton

By bus
Please see the map for details of
buses that serve the area
surrounding the hospital.

By rail
There is a five minute walk from
Homerton station to the hospital.
Homerton station and Hackney
Central station (15 minutes walk)
are on the Silverlink Metro ‘North
London Line’, which stops at both
Highbury & Islington and
Stratford tube stations for
connecting services.

Hackney Downs station (15
minutes walk) can be used for
mainline services to London
Liverpool Street and East Anglia.

Taxis and private hire
There is a taxi freephone in the
hospital main entrance.

By car
There is a small disabled parking

bay adjacent to the main
entrance to the hospital. There is
also a small drop-off zone outside
the main entrance, which is time
limited. Unfortunately there is no
general parking on site during the
normal working day. We
recommend that you use public
transport whenever possible.

However, if you do need to drive
to the hospital, you may be able
to park on some of the roads
surrounding the site. Unrestricted
parking is available mainly, but
not limited to, the rear of the

hospital site.

By bicycle

There are public cycle and
motorcycle racks in the main
driveway and towards the rear of
the site. The hospital appears on
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the Transport for London free
‘Cycle Guide 5’. You can order a
map by calling 020 7222 1234
(24 hrs) or going to
www.tfl.gov.uk/cycling.

Hospital transport
If your medical condition could be

made worse by travelling to the
hospital independently, you may
qualify for NHS funded transport.

The clinician treating you will
assess your clinical need as to
whether you qualify for this, and
will be asked to sign an
authorisation form before
transport can be booked. You
will need to be assessed for each
journey you make, not just at the
start of your treatment.
